APPLYING TO COLLEGES 

 COLLEGE VISITS:  Juniors and Seniors may miss up to two school days to complete 

college visits. 

 FORMS:  Colleges prefer that you apply online.  If you apply online, you must 

request (in writing) that Mr. Schwecke send your transcript directly to the 

college.  Apply during September, October, or November.  Some schools have early 

decision deadlines as searly as October 15. 

 FEES:  Students may spend as much as $30 - $60 for every application 

submitted.  Narrow the list to no more than three colleges. 

 COUNSELOR RECOMMENDATIONS:  Students should finish their portion of the 

application and bring the completed application with any applicable fee to the 

office.  Application will be completed by the Guidance Office and mailed along with 

a student transcript.   

 ESSAYS:  Not every school requires an essay.  Have someone else proofread your 

work. 

 LETTERS of RECOMMENDATION from Mr. Schwecke/Teachers:  If your college 

requires letters of recommendation, choose teacher(s) or a coach that knows you 

well.  Give teachers at least two weeks notice (if you want it done well), a stamped 

addressed envelope and any specific guidelines or an explanation of what you are 

applying for.
